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Envisioning a wetland in a drainage area just below a pond on the property, Darrin sought out the help from Ducks Unlimited to build a small wetland for migrating ducks so that he would be able to waterfowl hunt with his three sons. 
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But as previously stated, this plan ended up serving the purpose of much more. Darrin saw an opportunity to not only provide a waterfowl hunting spot for him and his kids, but to also provide habitat to so many of Kansas’ native wildlife… species
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…, and to its migrating birds in need of a spot for a quick break during migration.
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Darrin plans to remove cedar trees around the wetland, opening grasslands for native upland birds.  Planting smart weed when he drains the wetland will provide food for not only the migrating ducks, but to many native songbirds.
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The water itself will bring deer, quail, and pheasant. 
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Most importantly, this project will show his sons that there is more to hunting than bagging the biggest buck or filling the limit on greenheads. They will see all the good that was provided to wildlife from just one wetland project. What started out as a singular purpose evolved into a plan that serves many purposes.
